The new website that Nick Bentley and Karen Nash have
worked so hard putting together is now active, as the villager's
become more aware of this forum its true worth should come to

fruition.

The Play Area is managed by the Parish Council. We regularly
check the equipment, clear litter, cut the grass, prune hedges and
shrubs, arrange repairs and buy new apparatus to make the area
inviting and safe for children. This complies with the ROSPA
safety check certification. Recently we bought a football goal
mouth and it is being used so much so that the grass has become
worn and muddy with this in mind we are organising to have the
goal mouth area fitted with a new astro-turf surface

In conjunction with our City of York Ward Councillors we've
also helped to get improved drainage on Bar Lane Junction, had
manhole covers and potholes looked at and fixed in the village,
had speed warning signs installed and we helped to get the salt

bins returned. % %

We are hoping to have a defibrillator available to the
community for emergencies (there is one in the surgery but it’s
not currently accessible outside surgery hours). We hope to have
this one fitted on the outside of the surgery available 24/7.

Other News

Planning in the village - on the new village website there is a
link to the City of York planning department which is updated
weekly. The Parish Council comment on all local planning
applications.

The local news which is of interest to people at the moment is
talk that a developer wants to build a 300metre high wind
turbine at Murton. This would be considerably taller than York
Minster and clearly visible from our village. The views people
hold on this proposal are probably mixed between passionate
objection to sympathy with the idea of harnessing green energy.
